Review of the year 1971-72

The year which ended on 5lst March 1972 was an important year for tea in many ways.
Production of tea in 1971 reached an all time record of 433-3 m. kgs. and was 8.59, highe
than the crop of 1470. Exports of tea were similarly higher by 4 m. kgs. compared to 1970.
Even the unit value registered an incrcasc by 18 paise per kg The increase in production
and exports is the more note-worthy because it was achieved in a year when a number of
events disturbed the Indian cconomy and the industry. The political turmoil in
East Pakistan (now Bangladesh) resulted in a vast influx of refugees into various parts of
North-East India (which is also the major tea growing area), putting the Indian economy
under tremendous strain. This was followed by floods in North Bengal, and the Indo
Pakistan war in December, 1971, Public warehouses in Calcutta saw yet another protracied
strike and the private company which used to run the warehouses declared a closurce. And
therc was a prolonged plantation workers strike in Kerala.

The year saw the entry of the public sector for the first time in the tea industry in the
form of the Tea Trading Corporation of India mainly to market packet teas in India and
abroad, and the Central Inland Water Transport Corporation to manage the public ware-
houses of tea.

In the international tea scene, Government of Sri Lanka purchased some of the {oreign-
owned estates in the country which were on sale. Bangladesh emerged as an independen
republic and a net exporter of tea. Pakistan, which had hitherto met its requirements of
tea coming from what is now Bangladesh, has become an importer of tea. The US.A. experi-
enced a prolonged dock strike. The cconomy of U.K. underwent stresses and strains due to
inflation and therc was a further drop of 2.4 New Pence per kg. in the average price realised
at London auctions. In the 5th Scssion of the Sub-Group of Exporters of the Inter Govern
mental Group on Tea an agreement on global quotas for all exporting countries was reached
for the three years ending 1974-75; but much remains still to be done in the forging of a
long term arrangement and on global promotion.

2. The position regarding production, cxports, sales at aunctions, internal consumption efc
is indicated below: — '

The crop of 433-3 m. kgs. in the year 1971 was an all time record. Compared to the
production in 1970 (4185 m. kgs) production in 1971 was higher by 14.8 m. kgs. With pro-
duction alrcady at 433-.3 m. kgs. in 1971 and a growth rate of about .39 per year, the
500 m. kgs. mark should be crossed in 1976 and the 600 m. kgs. mark in 1981 It may be
noted that 400 m. kgs. mark was crossed in 1968.

During the year under review, North Indian tea crop was up by 13.9 m. kgs. to 331.2 m.
kgs. while South Indian crop at 102.1 m. kgs. showed an incrcase of about 1 million kps.
over the previous year.

4. The reasons for the decline in vur exports to UK. in the yvear under review are noine
Prices realised in London auctions have been going down from year to vear and, ac i
time, there is a downward trend in the per capita consumption of tea in UK. The i Mo
U.K. are keeping much lower inventorics. In the past, lower inventories meant rise of -
at the London auctions. It used to be said that for every 10 million 1bs. decline in
stocks, there was a risc of a penny per lb. in the London auctions. This yardstick I
proved wrong. Stocks in London at the end of June, 1972 were 9 million kgs. lowe 1,
June, 1971, but the price instead of rising fell from 43-24 pence per kg. to 11-81 pence
5. Increase in exports in 1971 was mainly accounted for by USSR, other East Fuio-
countries, Afghanistan, Jordan, Sudan, USA, Irish Republic, Iraq and Tran as show:.

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Afghanistan  emerged as the third largest purchaser of Indian tea in 1971. Exports to
ARE. could not be maintained at the levels of 1970 mainly becausc of the delay in (he
finalisation of the bilateral trade agreement. There was a slight decline in the exports to
Australia and Tunisia.

6. Bilateral trade: The proportion of India’s tea exports under the bilateral. trade agree
ments went upto 4547% in 1971 as against 34.709, in 1970 and 42.94% in 1969. The
increase in the exports of tea under bilateral (rade agreements is mainly accounted for by the
increased exports to USSR, other East Furopean countries and Afghanistan. Sudan and
Iraq have also taken increased quantities of tea. During the period st July, 1971 to $1st
December, 1972 Tunisia had agrced to purchase substantial guantities of tea from India
under a trilateral trade agreement between Tunisia, Bulgaria and India. Although the off-
take by Tunisia was slightly less in 1971—1.98 m. kgs. as against 2.19 m. kgs. in 1970 duc 16
dislocation in our exports towards the end of 1971—available figures of exports upto July
1972 indicate that exporters arc now cxecuting all the outstanding export orders to Tunisia

During 1972, Poland and Czcchoslovakia have asked for increased allocations over and
above original trade plan provisions. A.R E. has also improved its purchases and it can rcason-
ably be hoped that trade with Rupee payment countrics will continue to play a significant role
in our total cxports in the yvears to come.

7. Financial year basis: Tinancial ycar-wise also exports of tea during 1971-72 have shown an
increase of 1901 m. kgs. in terms of quantity and Rs. 14.13 crores in terms of value over the
year 1970-71.

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ARE, Sudan the Gulf countries, Jordan, USSR. and Yugoslavia are some of the countric
to which packetted teas are exported. The Government of India have set up a Tea Tradine
Corporation of India whose main objective will be the marketing of packet teas in India an:
abroad. The Corporation will initially market Indian tea in consumer packs in certain selecred
countries. It will also market teas in other forms including instant and green teas and tea
bags and thus help in diversification of the export product.

10. Instant tea and tea bags: Production of instant tea in 1971 declined to 0.96 m. kgs. from
0-32 m. kgs. in 1970 but the set back is temporary in nature. Exports of instant tea accordingl
went down to 025 m. kgs. valued at Rs. 79.86 lakhs as against 0-32 m. kgs. valued at Rs. 105 .0
lakhs in 1970. There are at present two factories in South India manufacturing instant 1.
Almost the entirc production is exported to UK. and USA.

A significant development in 1971 was the manufacture and export for the first time 1
India of tea bags worth Rs. 86,000/-, the quantity involved being 4,000 kgs. Tea bags .o
very popular in U.S A, Canada, UK. and other West European countries accounting for ¢
to 60% of the total consumption of tea in these countries. There is, therefore, a s
scope for expansion in our export of this item which will correspondingly give us highe
foreign exchange earnings.

I1. Sales at auctions: The total quantities of leaf and dust teas sold at Calcutta auction.
during 1971-72 season were 1068 m. kgs. and 431 m. kgs. against 1028 m. ky-
and 50-3 m. kgs. respectively in 1970-71. The quantity of leaf and dust teas sold at Cochirn
auctions during 1971 were 42.2 m. kgs. and 23-4 m. kgs. respectively against 42.5 m. kgs
and 25-5 m. kgs. in 1970. At London auctions, 53.1 m. kgs. of North Indian teas and 1.9 ns
kgs.-of South Indian teas were sold during 1971 as against 30.3 m. kgs. and 2.4 m kgs
sold in 1970. '

In the 1971-72 season, the total quantity sold at Calcutta auctions declined to 149.9
kgs. from 153.0 m. kgs. in 1970-71. The rcasons for this slight decline could be attributed 1
disruption of communications between North Fast India and the rest of the country due i
severe floods in North Bengal in the months of August and September 1971, Turtho
during the Indo-Pakistani war, there was dislocation in transport of tea due to shoriaw
of wagons.

The volume of tea sold through Cochin auctions declined from 67.9 m. kgs. in 1970 1.
65-6 m. kgs. in 1971. The decline in total sales has resulted from a decrease in the quantit
of dust teas sold. This was mainly due to diversion of some teas to the Coonoor auction-
where the quantity sold has shown an increase of 1.3 million kgs. in 1971

Sales of Indian tea throngh London auctions have substantially increased to 54.96 m. kgs
in 1971 from 32-67 m. kgs. in 1970 mainly because of the increase in the quantity shippc_':d
for London auctions in the later part of 1970 and earlier part of 1971 compared to 1969 70
as a result of better price realization in 1970. During 1971 the quantities of Ceylon teas sold
were lower by 1.4 m. kgs. and that of East African countries lower by about 3.8 m. kgs.

At London auctions the average price of North Indian and South Indian tcas duving
1971 were lower by 4.6 and 0.5 New Pence per kg. respectively. The major setback suficice
by prices of North Indian teas was due to the almost complete absence of a “Sccond Fius
Market” in the early part of the scason and most of those teas which would formerly b
been expected to attract a substantial premium sold at only moderate priccs.

14. Internal consumption: Internal consumption of tea in India has been steadily rising .u
the rate of 4 to 5%, per annum and in the year 1970-71, it was 50.59% of total production
rose from 82.7 m. kgs. in 1953-54 to 1396 m. kgs. in 1961-62. It dropped to 1357 m. kgs. -
196263 due to lower crop and higher exports but again rccovered in 1963-64 when it reach
the level of 1407 m. kgs. Since then there has been a sharp increase except in 1967-G5. ¢+
internal consumption in 1970-71 is estimated at 213.0 m. kgs.

The quantum ol increase in world absorption in 1971 was only of the order of 2 m. kg~
as against an increasc of 20 m. kgs. in 1970 over 1969, mainly because, the total consumpiion
of tea in UK, the loremost tea drinking country of the world, was 207.-8 m. kgs. in 1971 ..
against 223-0 m. kgs. in 1970. Per capita consumption has also declined in UK. to 371 kg
in 1971 from 401 kgs. in 1970 thereby losing its position as the highest per capila tea con
sumer to Libya where per capita consumption is 4.55 kgs. Total import for consumption 1
Sudan also declined to 144 m. kgs. in 1971 from 194 m. kgs. in 1970. The Arabian couniiic-
including Aden, Behrcin and Kuwait also imported less in 1971 and their total imports wors
about 14 m. kgs. against 19 m. kgs. in 1970.

18. F.A.Q. Meetings on Tea: In the earlicr issue of Tea Statistics 1970-71 mention was mad.
of the various T.A.Q. meetings including the Fourth Session of the Standing Fxporters’ Grouy
(now Sub-Group of Exporters) which met in Rome on 13th to 21st September, 1971 and i
which the global export quota of 727.6 thousand mectric tons of tea was proposed for the
fifteen month period from Ist January 1971 to 31st March, 1972, The combined quota o
India and Ceylon was 506 thousand metric tons for this period. Quotas for other countrics
were also proposed in this meeting.
